LAY CENTRED AT 1630 HRS IST OF THE 26™ SEP, 2021 OVER
NORTHWEST AND ADJOINING WESTCENTRAL BAY OF BENGAL
NEAR LATITUDE 18.45°N AND LONGITUDE 84.9°E, ABOUT 85 KM
EAST-NORTHEAST OF KALINGAPATTNUM, 95 KM SOUTH OF
GOPLAPUR.

75-85 KMPH GUSTING TO 95 KMPH

PAST MOVEMENT

MOVED NEARLY WESTWARDS WITH A SPEED OF 25 KMPH
DURING PAST 03 HOURS.

IT IS LIKELY TO MOVE NEARLY WESTWARDS AND CROSS
NORTH ANDHRA PRADESH - SOUTH ODISHA COASTS
BETWEEN KALINGAPATNAM & GOPALPUR, AS A CYCLONIC
STORM WITH MAXIMUM SUSTAINED WIND SPEED OF 75-85
KMPH GUSTING TO 95 KMPH, BY MID-NIGHT OF TODAY, THE
26TH SEPTEMBER, 2021. THE LANDFALL PROCESS WILL
COMMENCE FROM EVENING (FROM AROUND 1800 HRS IST) OF
TODAY.

PLACES WITH HEAVY TO VERY HEAVY FALLS AT A FEW
PLACES & AND EXTREMELY HEAVY RAINFALL (= 20 CM) AT
ISOLATED PLACES VERY LIKELY OVER SOUTH ODISHA AND
NORTH COASTAL ANDHRA PRADESH; HEAVY TO VERY
HEAVY FALLS AT ISOLATED PLACES IS ALSO LIKELY OVER
TELANGANA AND HEAVY FALLS AT ISOLATED PLACES
OVER NORTH INTERIOR ODISHA & CHHATTISGARH.

Forecasted Flash Flood Threat (PFFT)
Till 1730 IST of 26.09.2021:

Moderate to High Threat very likely over
few watersheds and neighborhoods in the
Srikakulam, Vizianagaram districts of
North Coastal Andhra Pradesh and adjoining
Gajapati district of South Odisha Met
Subdivisions in next 6 hours.

Surface runoff/ Inundation may occur at
some fully saturated soils & low-lying areas
over AoC as depicted in map due to the
persistence rainfall of Cyclonic Storm
“Gulab” in next 6 hours.

24 hours Flash Flood Risk Outlook Till
1130 IST of 27.00.2021:

High Risk likely over few watersheds and
neighborhoods of North Coastal Andhra
Pradesh and adjoining South Odisha,
South Chhattisgarh Met Subdivisions m
next 24 hours.

Surface runoff/ Inundation may occur at
some fully saturated soils & low-lying areas
over AoC as depicted in map due to the
expected rainfall of Cyclonic Storm
“Gulab” approaching landfall in next 24
hours.
