Sub: Depression over Eastcentral and adjoining Southeast Arabian Sea. 
 

 Well-marked low pressure Area over Eastcentral and adjoining Southeast Arabian 
Sea moved northwestwards, concentrated into a depression over the same region and lay 
cantered at 1430 hrs IST of today, the 14th December 2022 near latitude 13.5°N and longitude 
69.6°E about 430 km west northwest of Aminidivi (Lakshadweep), about 500 km west 
southwest of Panjim (Goa) and 1710 km east southeast of Salalah (Oman). It is very likely to 
move west north westwards over Eastcentral Arabian Sea away from India coast and 
intensify further into a deep depression by morning of tomorrow, the 15th December 2022.
